Mr. Hart:  Ordinance to Adopt the Millage Rate for Tax Year 2017.

Mrs. Sumrall moved and Mr. Zanders seconded to adopt the following:

ORDINANCE NO. 3 – 2017

ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE MILLAGE FOR THE YEAR 2017

An ordinance levying a tax of 4.94 mills on a dollar on all assessed valuation of all property subject to taxation within the corporate limits of the Town of Amite City, Louisiana for the year 2017 for the purpose of defraying the ordinary expenses of the Town.

Section 1:  Be it ordained by the Mayor and City Council for the Town of Amite City, Louisiana that the following millage rate be and there is hereby levied and ordered assessed and collected for the year 2017 a tax of 4.94 mills on the dollar of the assessed valuation of all property situated in the Town of Amite City, Louisiana subject to taxation, payable upon receipt of tax notice and delinquent after January 1, 2018, said tax to be collected for the following:

FOR THE GENERAL OPERATING EXPENSE OF ALIMONY FUND 4.94 MILLS

Section 2:  Be it furthered ordained that the Assessor of the Parish of Tangipahoa shall extend upon the assessment roll for the year 2017 the taxes herein levied, and the tax collector of said Town shall collect and remit the same to said taxing authority in accordance with law.

The foregoing ordinance was read in full, the roll was called on the adoption thereof, and the ordinance was adopted by no less than two-thirds of the total membership of the taxing authority voting in favor as required by Article VII, Section 23(C) of the Louisiana Constitution and R.S. 47:1705(B). Mr. Hart:  Introduce Amendment to Planning and Zoning Ordinance.

Mr. Hart moved to introduce the following amendment to the Planning and Zoning Ordinance:  

PART 3 – SCHEDULE OF DISTRICT REGULATIONS.

SECTION 3.4 R-2 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT
3.401
PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES AND STRUCTURES:

Single family houses, duplexes, townhomes for sale by individual living unit, mobile homes, and any use permitted in the R-1 District.  

SECTION 3.5 R-3 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT
3.501
PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES AND STRUCTURES:

Single family houses; multi-family housing; mobile homes; apartments, flats; row houses, town houses; zero lot line development.  The following are allowed by special permit only: cluster development; guest houses; group homes; philantrophic uses and any R-1 or R-2 District uses.  

SECTION 3.13 MOBILE HOME PROVISIONS

3.1302 
INDIVIDUAL MOBILE HOMES

 Individual mobile homes or trailers that are not a part of an approved Mobile Home Park may be located in the following zoning districts if one hundred percent of all property owners within 300 feet provide written consent:  R-1 and R-4.  Written permission from all property owners within 300 feet will not be required if a mobile home was previously placed on the property and then moved off the property within the previous twelve months.  The signatures of all property owners provided written consent must be verified.  There is a seven-day waiting period from the time of application to the issuance of a mobile home permit.  

Mobile homes may be placed in the following districts provided all other requirements are met:  R-2, R-3.

All trailers/mobile homes to be located or moved within the Town of Amite City shall apply for a moving permit from the City Hall before such move takes place.  The cost of the moving permit shall be $200.00.  A sketch of the proposed placement of the mobile home on the property shall be attached to the application.  The sketch must show lot size and setback of the mobile home on the lot.  This moving permit will alert the Town and the Building Official as to the placement of a mobile home and its movement through the town streets.

Mr. Hart:  Introduce Ordinance – Salaries for Police Chief and City Clerk.

Mr. Hart:  Grading Gullett Street and Butler Lane.
Mr. Hart asked the administration for help in grading Gullett Street and Butler Lane.  Mayor Bel said he will send a request for assistance to Tangipahoa Parish Government.

Mr. Hart:  Update on One-Way Traffic on Hwy. 16.
Mrs. Sumrall said the town had previously requested a traffic study on Hwy. 16.  Mayor Bel said a formal resolution has been sent to DOTD, but the town has not received the results.  Mayor Bel said he will contact DOTD to follow up on that request.  

Mr. Hart recommended forming a committee to work on the project.

Mr. Hart thanked Mayor Bel for resolving the issue of used tires on Hwy. 51.  

Mr. Hart:  Information Board Plaque

Mr. Hart requested a plaque be placed by the new LED sign in front of City Hall.

Mrs. Sumrall:  Chamber of Commerce.

Mrs. Sumrall removed agenda item.

Mrs. Sumrall:  Police and Fire Matters.

Mrs. Sumrall recognized Chief Jerry Trabona, who questioned why $110,000 was removed from the police budget in the newly proposed budget FYE 06/30/18.  Chief Trabona said the first proposed budget provided more funding for the police department.   Chief Trabona asked the council to amend the proposed budget to provide additional funding for police.
Mrs. Sumrall requested and received unanimous permission to add agenda item, “Park Rules.”

Mrs. Sumrall:  Park Rules.

Mrs. Sumrall asked the administration to install signs on the walking track at Fleet Easley Memorial Park to state dogs and bicycles are not allowed on the walking track.  Mrs. Sumrall said she has received numerous complaints.  Mayor Bel agreed to install signage.

There were no fire matters.

Mrs. Sumrall moved and Mr. Hart seconded to adjourn.  Motion carried without objection.
